· 436 children in Tennessee are in state custody, waiting for a home

· Raise awareness for adoption

The Tour:

· 433.7 miles

· Begins in Johnson City at 7:00 a.m. on Monday, October 5th
· New route: Johnson City to Newport, Maryville, Madisonville, Cleveland, Chattanooga, Manchester, Bell Buckle, Columbia, to Nashville

· Ends in Nashville’s Bicentennial Park at 5:30 p.m. on Friday, October 9th 
· 5th consecutive year
The Riders:

· 85 riders total, each one connected to adoption in one way or another
· 19 riders have been adopted 

· 18 riders are Tennessee Department of Children Services employees

· 42 new riders this year
· Will burn approximately 1.5 million calories, collectively
The Support:
· 30 members of the support crew – all volunteers

· Logistics: 21 vehicles, 425 hotel rooms, 100 gallons of water a day, 2,000 meals during the week 
· Distribute 2,000 t-shirts and 5,000 wristbands across the state
